Genres
NONFICTION: works that contain factual information with accurate facts 
· BIOGRAPHY: nonfiction that is a written account of another person’s life 
· AUTOBIOGRAPHY: nonfiction that is a biography of a person written by himself or herself (i.e. A Child Called It series)
· MEMOIR: a narrative composed from a personal experience that is supported by memories of specific experiences (i.e. The Glass Castle)
· INFORMATIONAL: nonfiction writing about a topic, including books, newspapers, magazine articles, speeches, essays, journals/diaries, etc.

FICTION: narrative literary works produced by the imagination of the writer and is not necessarily based on fact
· FANTASY: highly imaginative fiction that uses strange/unusual characters, setting, & plot; involves a quest (i.e. The Lightning Thief, Fablehaven, Harry Potter)
· HISTORICAL FICTION: fiction that is set in the past (i.e. The Boy in the Striped Pajamas, Revolution, The Book Thief)
· MYSTERY: fiction that includes secrets/crimes to be solved (i.e. I am the Messenger, The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-Time)
· REALISTIC FICTION: believable fiction that is set in the present (i.e. Twisted, 13 Reasons Why, It’s Kind of a Funny Story) 
· SCIENCE FICTION: fiction that deals with science/technology; a blend of scientific facts & fictional elements; explores alternate possibilities & may deal with situations in which organized society has collapsed (i.e. The Hunger Games, The Maze Runner, The Dead & the Gone)
· HORROR: fiction in which events evoke a feeling of dread in both the characters & the reader (i.e. The Graveyard Book, Jaws, Stephen King) 
· ROMANCE: fiction that focuses on romantic relationships & romantic love (i.e. Twilight, Romeo & Juliette, Pride and Prejudice) 
· ADVENTURE/SURVIVAL: fiction involving an exciting undertaking that involves risk & physical danger (i.e. Into the Wild, Unwind, Hatchet)

FOLK TALE: 
· FABLE: folktale that teaches a moral/lesson, often including animals as characters (i.e. “The Goose with the Golden Eggs”)
· FAIRY TALE: a highly fanciful folktale, usually intended for children, that usually includes magical elements & mythical characters such as elves, fairies, giants, goblins, or trolls. (i.e. “The Princess and the Pea,” “Cinderella”)
· LEGEND: folktale that is based on a real person/event
· MYTH: folktale that is considered sacred & that attempts to explain how things came to be
· TALL TALE: folktale that is usually humorous & is usually assumed to be untrue

OTHER:
· DRAMA: stories composed in verse/prose where conflicts & emotions are expressed through dialogue & action. 
· POETRY: poems written in free or rhyming verse
· SHORT STORIES: usually only a few pages long and can be found in collections called anthologies
